1. To collect the representative data on cost of cultivation of
Principal crops at farm level from selected farm families.

2. To computerize and validate the collected data for submission
to the Directorate of Economics and Statistics (DES), Ministry
of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Government of India, New
Delhi.

Historical
background

The Comprehensive Scheme for Studying the Cost of Cultivation
of Principal Crops in India was initiated in 1970-71 to collect
farm-level cost data for determining Minimum Support Prices
(MSP). Implemented in 19 states, Maharashtra’s study is
conducted by MPKV, Rahuri, covering 720 farmers across 17
districts. Data is collected by field assistants using the Cost
Accounting Method, validated through periodic reviews, and
submitted to the Economics, Statistics, and Evaluation Division
(ES&ED) by June 15 annually. The Commission for Agricultural
Costs and Prices (CACP) analyses this data to recommend MSPs

to the central government.
